This document defines the functional requirements for provision of extended data attributes, and care home details, and vaccination location, captured at the point of care of vaccination delivery. The flow of this data to NHSD is specified in the technical specs “NHS Digital Extended Attributes Tech Spec v0.2 DRAFT” 	Comment by Shailesh Ravjibhai: Reminder: Update to baseline version when complete

The intention is that this specification is healthcare setting agnostic, so can be used to support capture of extended data attributes (e.g. vaccination location, and care home details information) relating to vaccination activity across Community Pharmacy, GP, Health and Justice (MOJ) healthcare settings and mass vaccination sites & mobile hubs for example.

The document is intended to be used by developers in organizations supplying vaccination information to NHS Digital, as part of the user interface, data storage and extract creation process.

The national flu and COVID immunisation programme 2020 to 2021 requires IT system providers to support the effort by providing NHS Digital with a new feed of data for COVID (and potentially in future other) Vaccines to support take-up of the COVID vaccines. The data will ultimately feed a call/recall, operational reporting facilities and other secondary uses such as public health surveillance of vaccine uptake and effectiveness.

The following additional information should be collected by inclusion of additional questions after the clinical screening questions added to the point of care systems. 
Completion of these questions is MANDATORY - users MUST be prompted to confirm they have been completed (e.g. by ticking a checkbox confirming the questions have been asked to users, or ensuring).	Comment by Shailesh Ravjibhai: If mandated, then should this not read:
 ‘ – users MUST be prompted …’ 
Each question corresponds to an attribute that has a unique reference number, text to display and allowed values. 
Text to display is written in the form of the question that the individual to be vaccinated should be asked.
The data to be passed to NHSD will include the Attribute ID, Text displayed, and corresponding Value. Details for file format can be found in “NHS Digital Extended Attributes Tech Spec v0.2 DRAFT”.	Comment by Shailesh Ravjibhai: See earlier comment

Vaccination location refers to the location / delivery model through which the vaccination is carried out. 
To minimise burden on users, vaccination location type should be entered once and persisted to all vaccination events in the session. This may be done by automatically pre-population based on the value of the previous vaccination event until the user makes a change, or as a session configuration set up at the beginning and end of a session.
Vaccination location type should be passed to NHSD as specified in “NHS Digital Extended Attributes Tech Spec v0.2 DRAFT” 	Comment by Shailesh Ravjibhai: See above
The following field mappings apply:
ATTRIBUTE_ID – 101
ATTRIBUTE_DISPLAYED_TEXT – Text as per location type column in table below

[bookmark: _Toc62491929]Care home details
If a vaccination event occurs in a CQC designated care home, the care home details should be recorded.
To minimise burden on users, CQC designated care home should be entered once and persisted to all vaccination events in the session. This may be done by automatically pre-population based on the value of the previous vaccination event until the user makes a change, or as a session configuration set up at the beginning and end of a session.
CQC care home should be identified by a smart search conducted using the name and/or postcode from the list published [XML Organisation Data Products - NHS Digital] to identify the CQC number of the institution.
If the care home is not present, users should be able to select “Other care home” and enter the care home address manually as text field containing the street address and post code.

Care home details should be passed to NHSD in the NHS Digital Extended Attributes Tech Spec v0.2 DRAFT, with the details passed as four attributes as per the table below.	Comment by Shailesh Ravjibhai: See above
