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APPENDIX I – GLOSSARY OF TERMS
"Amendments Suspense" file

The file containing in-coming, matched Amendment transactions for viewing and subsequent processing (see section 3.13.3).

Audit Trail Archive file

Whenever a Quarterly Archive is undertaken, details of transactions both sent and received and "security-controlled" system actions will be copied from the "Completed Transactions" file to an off-line Audit Trail Archive file.  See Appendix A.

"Completed Transactions" file

The file representing the GP Practice's short-term history of all the transactions both sent and received across the Network.  The file will also represent a log of any "security-controlled" system actions undertaken within the GP Practice (see section 2.2.29).

"Close Quarter Notification" file

The file containing all Close Quarter Notification transactions (see section 2.2.26).

"Current Patients" database

The database of the "live" patients registered with the GP Practice.

"Daily Transactions" file

The file for storing, at application level, details of Acceptances, Amendments, Removals (Out of Area) and Deduction Requests generated throughout that day, and any Download transactions to be sent to an HA over the Network.  It will be from this file that the Acceptances, Amendments, Removals (Out of Area) and Deduction Requests are either translated to EDIFACT format prior to transmission onto the Network or printed out, as appropriate, for manual submission to the HAs (see section 3.2.3a).

"Deducted Patients" database

A database of information relating to deducted patients on the GP System.  The file will contain details of the Deduction transaction received from an HA for subsequent use in matching a corresponding Medical Records Flag Removal transaction (see sections 3.14.3 and 3.17.3).

"Deduction Request Rejections Suspense" file

The file containing matched Deduction Request Rejection transactions for viewing and subsequent processing (see section 3.23.3).

"Deduction Request" screen

The screen which allows a GP to view patients registered on the GP System who have a "Deduction Requested" status (see section 2.2.9).

"Deductions Suspense" file

The file containing in-coming, matched Deduction transactions for viewing and subsequent processing (see section 3.14.3).

Registration Quarterly Archive

An archive of the "Completed Transactions" file undertaken at the beginning of each Registration Quarter (see section 2.2.27).

"Rejections (Wrong HA) Suspense" file

The file containing in-coming, matched Rejection (Wrong HA) transactions for viewing and subsequent processing (see section 3.15.3).

"Transactions awaiting Acknowledgement" file

The file containing out-going Acceptance transactions awaiting an acknowledgement - either an Approval or a Rejection (Wrong HA) - across the Network (see section 3.3.3).

"Transaction Backup" file

An application level copy of the "Daily Transactions" file - the contents of each "Daily Transactions" file MUST be retained within the "Transaction Backup" file for a minimum of 15 days after the receipt of the Receipt Report for that transmission.  The file will be used to recreate a transmission at application level  (if necessary).  Note that this file is distinct from the backup file in EDIFACT format taken by the Communications System.  See section 3.2.3b.

"Transactions View" screen

The screen detailing the number of transactions awaiting viewing and subsequent processing within the "Amendments Suspense" file (see section 3.13.3), the "Deductions Suspense" file (section 3.14.3), the "Rejections (Wrong HA) Suspense" file (section 3.15.3), the "Uploads Suspense" file (section 3.19.3) and the "Deduction Request Rejection Suspense" file (section 3.23.3).

"Unmatched Amendments" error file

The file containing in-coming Amendment transactions for which no match could be found in the "Current Patients" database (see section 3.13.2).

"Unmatched Approvals" error file

The file containing in-coming Approval transactions for which no match could be found in the "Transactions awaiting Acknowledgement" file (see section 3.16.2).

"Unmatched Deduction Request Rejections" error file

The file containing unmatched Deduction Request Rejection transactions for investigation by the GP (see section 3.23.3).

"Unmatched Deductions" error file

The file containing in-coming Deduction transactions for which no match could be found in the "Current Patients" database (see section 3.14.3).

"Unmatched FP69 Flag Removals" error file

The file containing unmatched FP69 Flag Removal transactions for investigation by the GP (see section 3.22.3).

"Unmatched FP69 Prior Notifications" error file

The file containing unmatched FP69 Prior Notification transactions for investigation by the GP (see section 3.21.3).

"Unmatched Medical Records Flag Removal transactions" error file

The file containing in-coming Medical Records Flag Removal transactions for which no match could be found in the "Deducted Patients" database (see section 3.17.2).

"Unmatched Medical Records Sent transactions" error file

The file containing in-coming Medical Records Sent transactions for which no match could be found in the "Current Patients" database (see section 3.18.2).

"Unmatched Rejections (Wrong HA)" error file

The file containing in-coming Rejection (Wrong HA) transactions for which no match could be found in the "Transactions awaiting Acknowledgement" file (see section 3.15.2).

"Unmatched Uploads" error file

The file containing in-coming Upload transactions/records for which no match could be found in the file where the one-to-one relationship between Download Transaction or Record Number and patient has been retained from the Download process (see section  3.19.2).

"Uploads Rejection" file

The file containing in-coming, matched Upload transactions/records which have been rejected when viewed (see section 3.19.3).

"Uploads Suspense" file
The file containing in-coming, matched Upload transactions/records awaiting viewing and subsequent processing (see section 3.19.3).
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
