3 Knows Issues and Recommendations.
3.1 Choose and Book (IM v4.1)
There are no known issues with this domain.
3.2 GP Summary  (IM v2.6)
	ISSUE 0001
	A publishing defect in this MIM caused the tightened schema for GP Summary to pick up incorrect vocabularies. This would prevent schema valid messages being constructed for this domain.

	RECCOMENDATION
	A patch release to MIM 4.2.00 is available ( FileCM ref : NPFIT-FNT-TO-DPM-0622 ) and should be used by all suppliers building systems that create or consume GP Summary messages.


	ISSUE 0002
	The change control section of GP Summary did not place sufficient emphasis on the changes made to CMET “A_Finding”

	RECCOMENDATION
	It should be noted that that schema for “A_Finding” (UKCT_MT144043UK02) was corrected in MIM 4.2.00. The schemain this MIM replaces all others previously issued.


	 ISSUE 0003
	The constraints around the populations of the UUID in the GP Summary messages are overly restrictive. The constraint that the “Message” UUID and the “Focal Act” UUID need to be the same is not required. 

	RECCOMENDATION
	The UUID used in the Message wrapper is DCE UUID as per all other MIM interactions. The UUID used in the Focal Act Id within the payload is also a DCE UUID. These two UUIDs need not be the same.
When a system uses the REPC_MT150007UK05 interaction to update an existing GP Summary record, then the ID used in the MessageRef.id should be that used on the Focal Act of the message that last updated the GP Summary Record.


	ISSUE 0004
	The update semantics for the GP Summary record when using the REPC_MT150007UK05 interaction, need to be described in a clearer fashion.

	RECCOMENDATION
	When using the REPC_MT150007UK05 interaction to update an existing GP Summary record,  then the ID used in the MessageRef.id should be that used on the Focal Act of the message that last updated the GP Summary Record.
When using the REPC_MT150007UK05 interaction to create a GP Summary record for a person who does not current have a GP Summary record, then the “replacementOf” act relationship should not be used.

When using the REPC_MT150007UK05 interaction to update an existing GP Summary record,  if the ID used in the MessageRef.id is not a valid UUID of a previous GP Summary record for this person, then an error response will be expected.


	ISSUE 0005
	The change control section of the MIM did not explicitly document that the PresentationText Datatype is restricted to XHTML, and that plai text is no longer allowed.

	RECCOMENDATION
	Attention should be made to the DataTypes documentation ( Section 2.3.3 ) to obtain the up to date definition of this datatype.


	ISSUE 0006
	The MIM has an error when describing the construct of iiref attributes within Presentation Text for GP Summary.

	RECCOMENDATION
	The MIM states that a “npfit” namespace is required 

i.e. <a npfit:iiref="2.16.840.1.113883.2.1.4.1" id="1234567890">Dr John Smith</a>
the use of the namespace is incorrect, the correct construct should be

<a iiref="2.16.840.1.113883.2.1.4.1" id="1234567890">Dr John Smith</a>
