5.1 All CDA domains 

5.1.1 Issue 7.2.02:03 - Clarification of text regarding sending to PSIS

The text following text (highlighted in yellow) below which is contained in all of the CDA domain IM files (section 3.0) can be misinterpreted and therefore is clarified here using the text highlighted in green.
Note: - Discharge report is used as an example only and “PSIS Discharge Report” should be substituted for the relevant PSIS interaction for the domain.   

Text in IM file

The Discharge Report Originating System is responsible for sending the following Discharge interactions:
· MUST always issue a 'PSIS Discharge Report', with PSIS as a Primary Recipient. 
· MUST issue a 'Primary Recipient Discharge Report' to a recipient (or recipients) where the report contains an implied action for that recipient. 
· MAY issue a 'Copy Discharge Report' to a recipient where the report is for information or does not contain an implied action. The recipient should be a copy-to (tracker) recipient in this case 
Should be interpreted as

The Discharge Report Originating System is responsible for sending the following Discharge interactions:

· "MUST always issue a 'PSIS Discharge Report' with PSIS as a Primary Recipient", where there is a business requirement for the system to send a PSIS Discharge Report to PSIS. Further details regarding the requirement to send documents to PSIS are provided in the relevant domain documentation.
· MUST issue a 'Primary Recipient Discharge Report' to a recipient (or recipients) where the report contains an implied action for that recipient. 
· MAY issue a 'Copy Discharge Report' to a recipient where the report is for information or does not contain an implied action. The recipient should be a copy-to (tracker) recipient in this case

Repeat number attribute on the intended supply class in the above templates can be used to indicate the maximum number of allowed repeats of a supply using the center element of IVL<INT> datatype, see tabular view excerpt below (Fig 5) and RMIM (Fig 6). This however cannot be done as the NPfIT datatype schema forbids the use of center element and mandates the use of high and low elements which contradicts the tabular view text for repeats.

ETP uses this attribute using high and low but does not make any use of center (see ETP example tabular view below Fig 7) and it is used only in actual supplies not intended supplies and therefore there is no impact on the ETP domain messages.

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Resolution

Reasoning behind resolution

· A change to the datatype schema would require a re-issue of the MIM and could impact ETP; therefore this is not considered an option.

The tabular view will be amended when an appropriate opportunity arises, i.e. a future MiM release. In the meantime, the following guidance should be followed: 
If only the maximum number of supplies is carried then:

The low shall be set to a null flavor of “NA” ( Not applicable )


The high shall carry the maximum number of allowed supplies”

5.12 Vocabulary (IM v7.2)
5.12.1 Issue 7.2.02:02 – Related Entity vocabulary

Issue
The related entity in the generic model “POCD_RM000001UK04” has the incorrect vocabulary (PersonRelationshipType) and is CNE (“Coded no extensions”).
The template has the correct vocabulary (CDAPersonRelationshipType) but is technically incorrect due to the fact in the generic model “POCD_RM000001UK04” it is CNE (“Coded no extensions”) and therefore should use the same code system.

Schema does not contain vocabulary name, codes, or OID so there is no issue with schema.

The only possible issue is that Healthspace documents that comply with the generic model tabular view using the PersonRelationshipType vocabulary instead of CDAPersonRelationshipType vocabulary could have a different OID from that stated in the RelatedEntity – COCD_TP145007UK03  template tabular view. This would not be picked up as invalid by schema validation. 

This could cause issues because the two vocabularies are not identical

There is a potential confusion within the MIM in respect of the datatypes used for Addresses within the PDS domain.

The PDS messages constrains the AD datatype. The constraint is that only a limited number of values are possible for the Address Use Type. The constrained values are documented in the tabular view for the messages.

The constrained set of Address Use Types is :

· “H" 
- Home address

· "TMP" 
- Temporary address

· "PST" 
- Postal address

This constraint is present in the PDS Compliance documentation and is added here for further clarity.

5.14 DataTypes  (IM v3.6)

The definition of the telecommunication Address (TEL) within the MIM has a missing value for both the base definition and the “TEL.NPFIT” flavour. The missing value is “H” (Home).
